Module 1


Introduction to Ship Systems (MAR 193)


This introductory course will cover basic knowledge of shipboard work, including: shipboard jobs & safety, ship classes, knot tying, ships nomenclature, compartmentation, basic math, basic hand tools, and working in confined spaces. The course is designed for anyone thinking of starting a career in the shipbuilding / repair trade. 





Module 2


Shipfitting I


This course is an introductory course in shipfitting. The course will cover blueprint reading, material types & identification, basic measuring techniques, hot work control & weld joint design.





Module 3


Shipfitting II


This course is an intermediate course in shipfitting. The course covers layout and assembly practices, metric system math, shop geometry and pipe development.





Module 4


Shipfitting III


This is the last of the theory classes and is for the advanced shipfitter. The course will cover molded lines & working lines, rolling & shaping material, ships lines & structural terms, introduction to watertight doors, shipfitter specific tools and firewatch training





Module 5


Shipfitting IV


This course is designed as a mockup course. The student will get hands-on training in tack welding, oxy-acetylene burning, basic structural foundation assembly and basic scribing techniques.





Module 6


Shipfitting V


This advanced shipfitting course will have the student inspecting and repairing watertight doors, performing more advanced structural fabrication and scribing foundations on camber & shear.
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
