Rear Admiral John Clarke Orzalli is the son of a retired Navy Captain.  He graduated with distinction from the United States Naval Academy and was commissioned and awarded a Bachelor of Science degree in Marine Engineering in June 1978. His initial sea tour was aboard USS SNOOK (SSN 592), where he served as an engineering division officer and as Weapons Officer. He also served as Engineering Officer for new construction of USS HELENA (SSN 725) at Groton, Connecticut. 

Rear Admiral Orzalli’s shore assignments include the U.S. Naval Academy, as a Company Officer and as the Officer in Charge of Submarine Development Group One Detachment, Mare Island, California.

Rear Admiral Orzalli served on the Staff of the Deputy Chief of Naval Operations for Fleet Readiness and Logistics.  He was the 45th Shipyard Commander at Puget Sound Naval Shipyard.  During his command tour he assumed additional duties in establishing the Northwest Regional Maintenance Center.  Rear Admiral Orzalli previously served as the Deputy Director, Fleet Readiness Division, OPNAV (N43B), in Washington, DC.  Rear Admiral Orzalli is currently the Commander, Mid-Atlantic Regional Maintenance Center.

Rear Admiral Orzalli’s service decorations include the Legion of Merit (with two stars), the Meritorious Service Medal (with two stars), Navy Commendation Medal (with star), Navy and Marine Corps Achievement Medal (with three stars) and various other unit and operational awards.
